ACCEPTABLE MERCHANDISE

¢ Children’sfall and winter clothes (infant to size 14),
shoes, toys, baby equipment — cribs, furniture,
strollers, maternity clothes, books, games, bikes, etc.
No car seatsdueto liability reasons.

INSTRUCTIONS

¢ All items must be clean and in good condition. Do
not bring undergarments or clothing items that are
off season (save for the correct seasonal sale.)

¢ Shoesshould be placed in Ziploc bagsto keep
them together!

¢ Bring clothes, up to children’s size 14, on hangers
with the hook pointing to the |eft with the front of
the garment facing you. Securely attach pants and
skirts to hangers using safety pins.

+ Sort al hanging items by sex and size before drop-
off. Convert S, M, L to appropriate number sizes.

¢ Priceall items using whole dollar amounts
($3,$5,%7, etc), typicaly 25-30% of the original
price, and at a minimum of $1.

¢ VERY IMPORTANT: Tagsmust beat least 2%
inches by 3inchesin size (we recommend using %2
of anindex card). Consider using colored cards.
Include the following on each tag: (1) Seller code
(your three initials and the last two digits of your
phone number). Add a“D” to your code if you wish
to donate an unsold item; (2) Size; (3) Short item
description (in case the item gets separated from the
tag); and (4) Price. See Sample Tag.

+ With theitem facing you, attach the tag to the upper
right edge of clothing with a safety pin. (No
straight pins, staples, sticky notes, or stickers will be
allowed.)

¢ Attach tagsto toys and equipment so they may be
easily read with strong, clear packing tape.
(Regular scotch tape and masking tape fall off.)

¢ All consignors must bring a self-addressed,
stamped envelope to the drop-off to receive
payment. Checkswill be mailed after the sale.
Envelopes and stamps will be available at drop off at
acost of $1.

¢ Beauretofill out and sign the consignor’s sheet
when dropping off items (necessary in order for us
to identify your seller code).

¢ Consignorswho are NOT donating unsold items
should bring alarge cardboard box or plastic tub to
the drop off (mark your seller code in large letters on
one end). Thisisfor collection of your unsold items
and will make pick up much faster and easier.

¢ All consignors will be eligible to shop Friday night,
October 3, from 7:00 to 9:00 pm.

¢ If any of these terms are not met, we reserve the
right to not display items on the sale floor.

¢ Untagged items will not be accepted.

¢ Include batteries in toys so shoppers know they
work.
